2] Cover the shapes with Sto
base coat and reinforcing
mesh lapping onto the face
of the stucco a minimum of
2.5" (65 mm).

3] The exposed surface must
have a minimum slope of
1:2 (27°). In locations
where ice and snow may
accumulate increase slope.

4] Provide Sto Flexyl and
mesh on upper surfaces of
buildouts projecting more
than 2” (50 mm) from the
stucco surface lapping over
the base coat and stucco to
provide a weather tight seal.

5] Consult local building code
requirements for maximum
allowable foam thickness

6] Apply Sto Primer over all
surfaces to provide a uni-
form color base for the Sto
finish.
